How to Register as a New Volunteer 
 

Create a MyScouts account 
 

You’ll need to start by creating an account on our membership website, MyScouts. 

 

Select option #3 to search for the group you want to register with or click here to create your account

Log in and Find a Group 
 

Once you have created your account, you’ll need to log in to 

MyScouts and select a Group to register as a volunteer with. 

 

 

 

Select the Register as Volunteer button from the menu on the left. 

 

 

 

Now you’ll need to search for a Group to register with. You can either search 

using your own postal code or the postal code of the Group you’re looking 

for. You’ll need to indicate which Section (age group) you want to register 

with and can filter by the night the Section meets.

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Volunteer Registration Process 

Select the Group and Register 
 

When you have found the right Group, select Register as A Volunteer and confirm the period you’re 

registering for: 

 

 

Choose the member associated with your profile that you wish to register. You may also create a new 

child profile to register by 

selecting ‘New Member’.

Fill out the registration form. There are 4 sections: Member information, Emergency Contact 

Information, Medical Information, and the Consent Agreements. You will then need to confirm the role 

that you’re registering for and sign the Registration Record.

Confirm your registration and then submit the information for the individuals you are using as 

references. 

 

  

Once you have added the information for 5 references you can submit your registration. 

Your volunteer role and MyScouts profile will be pending. You will need to complete the following in 

order to be eligible for an active membership: 

• Scouting Fundamentals Training (including Respect in Sport for Activity Leaders) Online 

• Code Of Conduct (this should automatically pop up when you log into your MyScouts account) 

• Interview (this will be completed by two other scouters and you) 

• PRC/VSS (Police Record Check with Vulnerable Sector Search) Please see this resource for the 

different options for obtaining a PRC/VSS based on your location 

• Provide 5 character references. BackCheck will be emailing those references so please ensure to 

provide a valid email address for each reference 

Volunteers are also required to complete Wood Badge I training within their first year of service to 

maintain an active membership status the following year.
