To become a volunteer at Scouts Canada, you need to 

complete two sets of basic online (offline) training 

sessions – Scouting Fundamentals and Wood Badge 1.

This training is set up to give you a more comprehensive 

understanding of the Scout Movement, its program, and 

methods to effectively assist young people from different 

cultural backgrounds to become leaders of and well-

rounded youth Scout projects! Trained volunteers can 

better understand and guide contemporary youth to 

plan and execute projects, and provide youth with a 

secure platform for leadership development.

The Accessibility for Ontarians with Disabilities Act 

(AODA) requires organizations to develop, implement, 

and enforce mandatory accessibility standards. 

Accessibility standards are what businesses and 

organizations in Ontario will have to follow to identify, 

eliminate and prevent barriers to access.
